Please pour in your sand.  

Parents of Spouse 2 you are next. Pour in your 
sand.  

These two colours represent the roots from which this 
couple have come from separately. It is 
representative of their parent’s generation; the love 
and guidance that has brought Spouse 1 and 
Spouse 2 together. It represents the love that their 
parents have shared. 

Now Spouse 2, please pour your sand into this 
larger jar.  

Next, Spouse 1, please pour in your sand. 

This represents the combined strength of your love for 
each other, which provides a firm and solid 
foundation for marriage.

o 1 for parents of Spouse 1 (sand colour 1) 
o 1 for parents of Spouse 2 (sand colour 2 
o 1 for Spouse 1 (sand colour 3) 
o 1 for Spouse 2 (sand colour 4) 
o 1 for Celebrant (white sand) 
o 1 central and larger jar where all sand will 

be combined
